Sec. 32.46.  SECURING EXECUTION OF DOCUMENT BY DECEPTION.  

(a)  A person commits an offense if, with intent to defraud or harm 

any person, he, by deception: 

(1)  causes another to sign or execute any document 

affecting property or service or the pecuniary interest of any 

person;
